For the first time, the runway will feature all Model dancers including past 
Moulin Rouge performers and acrobats, promising a visually spectacular, 
full-scale fashion production like never seen before at the Show. 

The parades are Queensland’s longest-running fashion parades, marking 
their 32nd year in 2025.
